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Hebrew 111-3is the third quarter of the three-quarter
sequence of First-Year Hebrew. This course is based
on a communicative-cultural approach weaving
together listening, reading, speaking, and writing
exercises and practice sessions in each lesson. New
vocabulary and new grammatical structures are
introduced and practiced orally in anticipation of
dealing with written dialogues and short essays. Text-
based drills and drills based on audio files expand and
reinforce the new material.
